SELLER AGENCY





Seller  agency means a firm and its agents  act on behalf of a seller in the sale of real estate. The seller is the firm’s  client and the firm and its agents have the duty to represent the seller's best interest in the real estate transaction. Additionally we are required to disclose all material defects  pertaining to the property that  are known by the realtor and to treat both buyer and seller honestly and fairly  and not knowingly distribute inaccurate information about the property.














BUYER AGENCY





Buyer agency means a firm and its agents act on behalf of a buyer in the purchase of real estate. The buyer is the firm’s client and the firm and its agents have the duty to represent the buyer's best interests in the real estate transaction. Additionally we are required to disclose all material defects pertaining to the property known by the realtor and to treat both buyer and seller honestly and fairly and not knowingly distribute inaccurate information about the property.





SINGLE AGENCY





Single agency is a practice where a firm represents the buyer only, or the seller only, but never both in the same transaction.

LIMITED AGENCY





When a brokerage firm already represents both a seller and a buyer, in separate transactions, and the seller and buyer later want to participate in the same real estate transaction, the firm may act as a limited agent on behalf of both the seller and the buyer.  Each party is surrendering their right to demand undivided loyalty from the agent, although the agent must advance the interest of each party so long as it does not conflict with the interest of the other party, and must otherwise act impartially.  Each party must  agree in writing to terminate their existing agency relationship.  Berkley & Veller Greenwood Country Realtors does not practice limited agency at this time.
